The logo/symbol opposite has been designed to encourage

pupils to make each other smile. The logo/symbol is a little
dated and needs to be modernised.

Study the existing symbol/logo. Do you consider it to be
outdated or unsuitable? YES/NO

Explain you answer.

Produce two rough versions of a new suitable symbol/logo to encourage pupils to make each other smile.
Add notes explaining each design especially how each one could be furtherimproved.

SUGGESTIONS:

Keep your designs simple with the minimum of words / text.

Use no more than two/three colours and consider using bright colours as these are proven to gain the
attention of young children.

Select your best design and produce a final colour rendered version. Use either felt pens, coloured
pencils, ink pens, crayons or a combination of all.
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
