THE COLOUR WHEEL

COMPLEMENTARY COLOURS. 
ARE COLOURS THAT ARE 

OPPOSITE EACH OTHER ON THE 
COLOUR WHEEL. THEY  
USUALLY WORK WELL 

TOGETHER.
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WHEN A PRIMARY COLOUR IS MIXED WITH 
ITS CLOSEST SECONDARY COLOUR, A 

TERTIARY COLOUR IS PRODUCED.COMPLEMENTARY COLORS
